an increase of 23.6%.

PADICO’s share of associates’ results increased by
3.7% from USD 17.4 million to USD 18.1 million.

Operating expenses amounted to USD 42.6 million
in the first half of 2022 compared to USD 36.1 million
in the same period last year, this increase came in
parallel with the increase in the operating revenues in
addition to the increase in the costs of raw materials
and production inputs.
